The Wisconsin Association again enjoyed a very successful National FFA Alumni Convention. Wisconsin had two of the
three Outstanding Achievement Awards presented this year. Special congratulations to Jerry Maurer of the Verona
affiliate and Eric Treml of the Denmark affiliate—for the years of dedication and effort to FFA Alumni that earned them
this recognition. National Outstanding Affiliates from Wisconsin include Denmark with a Gold rating, Stoughton with a
Silver rating, and Mauston with a Bronze rating.

Thanks to the efforts of state council members, many affiliate membership chairs, and individuals and groups who led
efforts to reactivate dormant affiliates, Wisconsin achieved 3 Star and Blue Blazer rating for achieving a membership
increase of more than 100 for the year. Our total membership of 8,358 earned 17 scholarships for Wisconsin FFA
members to the Washington Leadership Conference next summer and a membership rebate of $6,048.75 to the
association.

Much of the membership increase comes through the efforts of individuals who are recognized for their recruitment
efforts with the National Legion of Merit. Wisconsin had 23 recipients this year—that number ties the number of
recipients from the entire Southern region and is just less than twice the number from the Eastern region. Special
congratulations and thanks to Ken Seering, state council past president and a member of the Denmark affiliate for his 36"
year of achieving the Legion of Merit.

Finally, four Wisconsin FFA Chapters picked up $1,000 checks as Local Program Support Grant recipients. They
included Baldwin-Woodville, Mishicot, Rice Lake, and Sauk Prairie. Baldwin-Woodville, by the way, was newly eligible
to apply for a grant as their Alumni affiliate was reactivated this year. Wisconsin brought home additional awards. See
the complete list elsewhere in this issue of The Announcer.

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Roster Update
The 2009--2010 Rosters have arrived. Many, many thanks for your help in making the transition from paper rosters

to Microsoft Excel rosters a smooth one. The majority of our members submitted electronic rosters last year. There
have been a few updates and improvements to the Excel program for the rosters, but overall the process will be the
same. In December, each affiliate will be e-mailed a copy of their roster, if an address is on file. If we do not have
an e-mail, your roster will be mailed on CD again this year. If you do not receive your roster by January 3, 2010,
please contact the office execdir@wisconsinffaalumni.org or 608-989-2187.

If your affiliate is not comfortable working with Excel, we are recommending that you ask your FFA Advisor if they
have a student that could help you with the membership rosters. This would be a great way to work together with your
FFA Chapter and have assistance in learning the new program. If your Alumni does not have an e-mail account
specifically for your affiliate, we recommend that you set up one that can be used for years to come. For example,
you could set up fitchburgffaalumni@ffaalumni.com. This would allow your Alumni to have a stationary e-mail
address regardless of who you have as officers. You would simply need to assign a person to have access to the e-
mail. If you are interested in setting up an e-mail through the state’s website, please let me know and we can help you
do that.
